Eligibility The Coming to California Digital Stories Contest is open to California high school students, grades 9-12.  Entrants related to employees of KQED are not eligible.

General Guidelines tc "Entry Guidelines"Entrants must be in grades 9-12. Only one entry per person will be accepted. Only single author stories qualify (no co-authored stories). Non-English dialogue must be translated with subtitles.

Submission of Entries Stories must be postmarked no later than April 15, 2008.  Submit by mail to:

Digital Stories entries must be submitted on CD-ROM, or DVD and outputted to QuickTime (preferred), Windows Media Player, or Real Player.

Entry Specifics

1. Digital stories must not exceed three (3) minutes in length

2. Digital stories should include at least three (3) of the following components: 

· Voice-over narrations

· Images 

· Personal home video 

· Music

3. Piece must be self-contained, no plug-in required.

4. Entrants must own and/or have permission to allow KQED to use anything included in their digital story, other than background music.

Entry Form All participants must complete and sign the Official Entry Form in its entirety. Students who have not completely filled out the form will not be eligible. A 

completed Official Entry Form will confirm that the story is original and that the entrant has all rights necessary to grant KQED permission to use the entry. Include the Official Entry Form when submitting your story.

Originality Each entry must be the original work of one student. An adult may not alter, change, or enhance the creative integrity of a student’s work. 

Deadline All entries must be postmarked no later than Sept 8, 2009. KQED is not responsible for late, lost, stolen, misdirected, damaged, incomplete or illegible entries, or postage-due mail.

Judging and Notification Entries will be judged on originality, creative expression, storytelling and integration of copy and images. The judges will include, but not be limited to, KQED staff and community partners. Winners will be notified on the phone by sept 15, 2009. 

Awards First place winner will receive a Mac iBook. Second place and Outstanding Artistic Achievement winners will receive a digital video camera.  The third place winner will receive a gift certificate from Best Buy stores.  Two honorable mention winners will receive a gift certificate from Best Buy stores.

Publication All winners will have the opportunity to have their work published on kqed.org. KQED may also provide other entrants selected by KQED with the opportunity to have their work published on kqed.org.  Winners and other selected entrants will be required to sign an agreement providing publication rights to KQED, Inc.  Winners and entrants selected for publication will receive byline credit
